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GENERAL MEMORY INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

These generic instructions are provided when no instrument has been specified, or no installation instructions are available online through a specific manufacturer. Some companies will only release installation instructions to an authorized service center. Memory installation is an easy process for most modern instruments, and anyone with a patient, steady hand can perform the surgery. 
IMPORTANT NOTES:

*Don’t remove SIMMs from the antistatic bag until you’re ready to install them.

*Discharge static electricity by touching the instrument’s metal chassis before handling SIMMS.
*Try to avoid touching the SIMM’s contact pins.
*Be gentle & patient. You waited this long to upgrade your memory, don’t break your instrument jamming in a new memory stick. 
Bangin-Beats is not responsible for botched installations or broken instruments due to improper installation. These generic instructions are provided as a convenience to our memory customers. Whenever possible, installation should be performed by a qualified service technician. 
1. If you have a manual, look to see if memory expansion is covered.  Likely places to look are the appendix and the index under memory, sample memory, RAM, options, SIMMs, etc.  If you’re lucky you can read the literature in the manual to get familiar with the procedure and review any diagrams and instructions. 

2. If you don’t have a manual, try to download whatever is available from the manufacturer’s website. If the manual isn’t available, complain!

3. FIRST remove ALL cables. Don’t try to do this with your instrument connected to anything!

4. Place your instrument on a soft surface, protecting it with a towel if necessary. Also, to avoid static, work in an area that is NOT carpeted if at all possible. 

5. Check to be sure there isn’t a trap door provided for easy installation, (ASR10/X for instance). If no trap door is provided (MPC2000/XL for instance), you’ll need to remove the cover to access the system’s mother board. (It’s a good idea to place the screws in a cup!) Some covers have wires attached so you might need extra space next to your instrument to place the cover close by (unless you want to detach the wires, which we do not recommend).
6. Locate the memory slots. You can usually tell what they look like by looking at the contacts on the memory you’re installing. Memory is usually located close to the main processor. Read any markings on the PC board for help. Ie; SIMMS, etc. Be aware that some memory sticks must be inserted in a certain order to be recognized. If you have no manufacturer installation instructions and your memory is not recognized, you may have to try various slots if there are no markings. 
7. If you have to remove any old memory, disengage the clips holding the memory sticks and pull out the old memory. Never force the clips. Pull very gently, without tugging, or breakage can occur. 

Try this technique if you have to remove any 30-pin SIMMs that are already there 

or if you have the re-remove any new SIMMs:

Apply light pressure with one hand, gently pulling the SIMM toward you. With your other hand, use your finger nail or a small (jeweler’s size) flathead screwdriver to gently move the top part of the plastic or metal retaining posts to the left and right until the SIMM is released. 

(Move the left retainging post to the left and the right retaining post to the right. Go back and forth, moving a little at a time until the SIMM is released.

8. Find the right direction to install the SIMMs by matching the “notch” on the side of the memory with the solid piece on the connector. Raise to a 45 degree angle, the push back gently until the SIMM locks into place. Make sure that the SIMMs are seated completely and snug so that a good contact is made. 
9. Replace the lid or trap door and test the installation. On many instruments the easiest way to check for a successful installation is to look at the available memory or sampling time. If you have a manual you may want to look for details on running SIMM diagnostics (RAM).
